Action 
Blocks formation of thromboxane A2, which prevents platelet aggregation and arteriole constriction
Indications

1. Patients with s/s of ACS 
Contraindications 
1. Known hypersensitivity to aspirin
2. History of ulcer

3. Asthma

4. Females in last trimester of pregnancy

5. Anticogulant use
Precautions

Higher doses can interfere with prostacyclin production and interfere with positive benefits
