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	Lanoxin (Digoxin)


Classification

Cardiac glycoside


Actions
1. Increases cardiac contractile force 
2. Increases cardiac output

3. Reduces edema associated with congestive heart failure

4. Slows AV conduction


Indications
1. Congestive heart failure

2. Rapid atrial arrhythmias

3. Especially atrial flutter and atrial fibrillation


Contraindications
1. Any patient with signs or symptoms of digitalis toxicity

2.  Ventricular fibrillation


Precautions: 
1. Monitor for signs of digitalis toxicity
2. Patients who have recently suffered a myocardial infarction have greater sensitivity to the effects of digitalis

3. Calcium should not be administered to patients receiving digitalis

Dosage 

Adults: 

0.25-0.50 mg


Peds:
25-40 µg/kgIV

Routes 

IV


Side Effects
1. Nausea and vomiting

2. Arrhythmias

3. Yellow vision
