Classification
Anticonvulsant
Action

1. CNS depressant

2. Anticonvulsant

3. Bronchodilator

4. Smooth muscle relaxer (bronchial, uterine, coronary)
Indications for Use

1. Ventricular fibrillation or tachycardia refractory to lidocain
2 Cardiac arrest associated with torsades de pointes
3. Severe bronchospasm
4. Tricyclic overdose
Contraindications

Any patient with heart block

Precautions

1. Caution should be used in patients using digitalis
2. Hypotension

3. Use caution in patients with renal failure
4. Do not give simultaneously with other drugs, may precipitate in IV line

Dosage

Adults:

Cardiac Patients: 2 grams diluted in 10cc of NS given over 1-2 minutes.

Respiratory Patients: 2-4 grams diluted in 10cc of NS given over 5 minutes.

Tricyclic with PVC’s/VT 2 grams over 10 minutes.

Peds:

25-50 mg/kg IV,IO over 10 minutes for VT/VF.

Route

1. Intravenous

2. Intraosseous
Side Effects
1. Respiratory depression

2. Drowsiness

3. Depressed reflexes - knee jerk
