Classification  
Paralytic

Action   
Short term neuromuscular blockade, paralysis to facilitate endotracheal intubation, 

Indications for Use

1. Severe respiratory distress
2. Obstructed airway appears imminent
3. Head injured patient with decreased LOC or combativeness

4. Any conscious patient unable to maintain a patient airway.

Contraindications

Muscle wasting conditions or tissue destructive conditions, acute narrow angle glaucoma, penetrating eye injuries, renal failure or increased potassium level, epiglotitis.

Precautions

1. Use caution in patients with severe maxillofacial trauma.

2. Do not administer to bradycardic patients, HR <60 prior to administering ATROPINE per medication guideline.

Dosages

Adults:

1.5mg/kg IV

Peds: 
<10 yrs old: 2mg/kg IV

Side Effects  Apnea, Decreased HR, Increased intraocular pressure, Hyperkalemia, Malignant hyperthermia, Fasciculations
