Adults: 


25-50 mcg. to total of 200 mcg. IVP

Side Effects or Complications  

Dizziness, delirium, euphoria, nausea, vomiting,, muscle rigidity, blurred vision, cardiac arrest, bradycardia, hypertension, hypotension, respiratory arrest/depression, laryngospasm
