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	Midazolam (Versed)


Classification
Sedative - Hypnotic / Amnestic

Action

Short acting CNS depressant 3-4 times as potent as diazepam.

Produces sleepiness and relief of apprehension.

Diminishes patient recall very effectively.

Indications for Use

To produce sedation in conscious patients and high anxiety patients.

To impair memory of therapeutic procedures.

Seizures IM if unable to attain IV access.

Contraindications

Acute narrow-angle glaucoma.

Hypersensitivity to versed.

Pregnancy.

Lactation.

Acute alcohol intoxication

Precautions
Use caution in the elderly and patients with chronic disease states, increased risk of apnea, does not protect against increased ICP or circulatory changes noted with succinylcholine.  NOTE:  Be alert for developing hypotension.
Dosages
Adults: 
1-5mg IV over 1-2 minutes to maximum of 10 mg in 30 minutes from the initial dose.

Peds:
0.03mg/kg IV over 2 minutes to maximum of 10 mg in 30 minutes from the initial dose.

Seizure Dose

Adult IM 0.1 mg/kg

Peds seizure IM 0.2 mg/kg

Route IV/IM

Side Effects or Complications  
Apnea, airway obstructions, blurred vision, bradycardia, dysrhythmias, hypotension, coma, nausea/vomiting
