Classification

Nitrate

Action

1. Smooth muscle relaxant

2. Reduces cardiac work load.

3. Dilates coronary and systemic arteries and veins.

 

Indications

1. Angina Pectoris

2. Chest pain associated with myocardial infarction.

 

Contraindications

1. Children under 12 years of age.

2. Hypotension.

3. Patient use of Viagra within the past 24 hours.

4. Known sensitivity to nitrates

 

Precautions
1. Constantly monitor blood pressure.

2. Syncope

3. Drug must be protected from light.

 

Dosages

Suspected ACS 

For a 1mg/10ml concentration, mix 25mg into 250ml D5W or 50mg into 500ml D5W and set at:

 

 

5 mcg./min = 3 ml/hr                  30 mcg./min = 18 ml/hr

10 mcg./min = 6 ml/hr                35 mcg./min = 21 ml/hr

15 mcg./min = 9 ml/hr                40 mcg./min = 24 ml/hr

20 mcg./min = 12 ml/hr              45 mcg./min = 27 ml/hr

25 mcg./min = 15 ml/hr              50 mcg./min = 30 ml/hr
