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The regular meeting for the Tama City Council met Monday July 15, 2019 at 6:00 PM in the Tama City Council Chambers. Mayor Carnahan called the meeting to order with the following council member answering to roll call: McAdoo, Haughey, Ray, Tyynismaa, Babinat. Visitors: Stuart Eisentrager, Nick Peshel, Julie Shook, Sue Harrington, Josh Casey, Amanda Accola and John Lloyd.

It was moved by Ray, seconded by Tyynismaa to approve the consent agenda which consisted of minutes from the last regular council meeting on 7/1/19, bills paid 7/2/19 thru 7/14/19, bills to be paid 7/15/19, and a liquor license renewal for the Fraternal Order of Eagles. Roll call vote all ayes. Motion carried.

[bookmark: _Hlk14436022]This being the time and place, Mayor Carnahan opened the public hearing for the Natural Gas Franchise agreement with Alliant Energy. There being no oral or written comments the Mayor closed the public hearing. It was moved by Tyynismaa seconded by Babinat to set the natural gas franchise agreement with Alliant Energy Ordinance No. 591. Roll call vote all ayes. Motion carried.

It was moved by Tyynismaa, seconded by Babinat to waive the three separate readings for Ordinance No. 591. Roll call vote all ayes. Motion carried.

It was moved by Babinat, seconded by Tyynismaa to adopt Ordinance 591 a natural gas franchise agreement with Alliant Energy. Roll call vote ayes: McAdoo, Haughey, Ray, Tyynismaa, Babinat. Motion carried.

This being the time and place, Mayor Carnahan opened the public hearing for the Electric Franchise agreement with Alliant Energy. There being no oral or written comments the Mayor closed the public hearing. It was moved by Haughey seconded by Ray to set the natural gas franchise agreement with Alliant Energy Ordinance No. 592. Roll call vote all ayes. Motion carried.

It was moved by Ray, seconded by McAdoo to waive the three separate readings for Ordinance No. 592. Roll call vote all ayes. Motion carried.

It was moved by Tyynismaa, seconded by Haughey to adopt Ordinance 592 an electric franchise agreement with Alliant Energy. Roll call vote ayes: McAdoo, Haughey, Ray, Tyynismaa, Babinat. Motion carried.

Nick Peshel, Waste Water Superintendent discussed with the Council the cost of his schooling. Originally the agreement was to cover up to $5,000. The Council now agreed to pay up to $13,000 and to extend his contract to 6 years. The City attorney will present an agreement at the next regular Council meeting.

Peshel also informed the Council of his need to purchase a sampler and a scale. The Sampler will roughly cost $8,000 and the Scale will roughly cost $2,000. The quotes will be presented at the next Council meeting.

The Council discussed meeting with the Library Board at their next meeting on August 5, 2019. They will come up with an agreement on what they would like to address first from the architects list.

It was moved by McAdoo, seconded by Ray to approve payment to The Fire Department in the amount of $4,256.00 for trip reimbursement. Roll call vote all ayes. Motion carried.

City Attorney Rathjen presented the second reading on Ordinance No. 590 an ordinance addressing nuisances and the use of the city water and sanitary sewer system. It was moved by Haughey and seconded by Tyynismaa to approve the second reading. Roll call vote all ayes. Motion carried.

It was moved by Tyynismaa, seconded by Haughey to waive the third reading of Ordinance No. 590. Roll call vote all ayes. Motion carried.

It was moved by Ray, seconded by Haughey to adopt Ordinance No. 590. Roll call vote ayes: Tyynismaa, Babinat, McAdoo, Haughey, Ray. Motion carried.

It was moved by Tyynismaa, seconded by Haughey to place Ordinance No. 593, and ordinance allowing the use of UTV’s on file upon the first reading. Roll call vote ayes: Babinat, Haughey, Ray, Tyynismaa. Nay: McAdoo. Motion carried.

The Council discussed the fountain at Oak Park which has been out of service for a couple years. The Council directed Stuart Eisentrager to check into the cost of repairs. Josh Casey with the Sons of the American Legion would like to be informed if they would be able to help in donating towards the cost.

The Council has set a special meeting for June 29th and 5:00 PM in order to address nuisance properties. The groups will get together and make a list of properties that may need to be addressed.

The City Clerk informed the Mayor and Council that we have been granted a $50,000 grant from the Mansfield Foundation which will help in the updates to the Civic Center, enabling it to be handicap accessible. 

Reports: Josh Casey- Would like the Council to consider installing a splash pad at Oak Park.
